WHAT TO DO DURING AN EARTHQUAKE

If you are indoors
move away from objects that could fall on you•	
crouch under a table or near an inside wall•	
don’t rush outdoors – you may be hit by falling bricks or glass•	

If you are outdoors
move away from buildings to protect yourself from falling bricks •	
and other debris
move away from trees and power lines•	
be alert for rock falls and landslides•	

If you are driving
pull over and stop until shaking stops•	
avoid stopping near overpasses, bridges, or power lines•	

DROP	 where you are
COVER 	 your head and neck
HOLD 	 position until shaking stops
