RFP Updates
Mr. Logan reported that the RFP is now out to the industry partners for input, and will close around October 26. 
Federal Grant Program Initial Application
Mr. Logan reported that the initial application has been submitted. After some questions to various states are answered, the final grant amounts will be loaded to a website, and the second phase of the process will begin.
New Business
Approve FY2019 Grant Committee Recommendations
Commissioner Carreras reported that the Grant Committee met September 13 to review the FY19 grant applications. The Grant Committee is made up of Commissioners Kingsbury, Bartlett, Carreras, Smith, Ms. Jodi McCrosky, Mr. Logan, and Mr. Dave Moore. Twenty-eight grant applications were reviewed. The Grant Committee recommends awarding $2.7 million. The IPSCC has awarded $19.8 million to date.

Approve FY2019 Budget and Grant Budget
Commissioner Carreras presented the draft FY2019 budget to the Commission for approval.
MOTION:  Commissioner Humphries moved, Commissioner Myklebust seconded, that the FY2019 Budget, and FY2019 Grant Budget be approved. The motion passed.

Mr. Logan recommended that the Commission retain the services of Clint Berry as consultant.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haight moved, Commissioner Bartlett seconded, that the Commission renew the contract services of Clint Berry. The motion passed.
Name Change of FirstNet Committee to Public Safety Broadband/Data Committee (PSB/D)

Vice Chair Gates reported that it was recommended that the FirstNet Committee change its name to distance itself from the FirstNet program. It was seen by some that naming the committee “FirstNet Committee” was an endorsement of the FirstNet program. No agency will be forced to change to AT&T because of the FirstNet program.
Commissioner Humphries proposed retiring the committee, as it is no longer necessary to the Commission.

Mr. Brian Shields recommended that the Commission keep the committee. The workload might be low now, but with projects in the future it will keep the Commission engaged in the subject.

MOTION:  Commissioner Wolfinger moved, Commissioner Hulse seconded, that the Commission change the name of the FirstNet Committee to the Public Safety Broadband/Data Committee. The motion passed.

Unfinished Business
Legislative Committee Minutes
Mr. Logan presented the meeting minutes of the Legislative Committee to the Commission. The committee is looking at the current fee and any possible increases to grow in the future as required to keep up with inflation. Radio funding was also discussed. The target for legislative action will be the 2020 session.
FirstNet
Mr. Shields updated the Commission on FirstNet activities. FirstNet is working with the DIGBs on how to choose a network provider. FirstNet is also working on some statewide projects dealing with coverage.

New Business
9-1-1 Program Manager
Mr. Logan reported on Rapid SOS working with Apple and Google on supplemental public safety data collection. 

Mr. Logan reported on text-to-9-1-1 in Idaho.
Mr. Logan recommend the Commission endorse the hiring of a Statewide Interoperability Coordinator (SWIC) position to help with radio issues throughout the state. The Idaho Office of Emergency Management (IOEM) is looking to hire the position.

Vice Chair Gates directed staff to draft a letter endorsing a SWIC, and put the item on the agenda as an action item for the November meeting.
Grants Program Manager
Mr. Moore reported that he had a busy couple of months. Grant award letters are ready to go out now that the Commission has approved the grants. Counties won’t be able to start spending their grant money until November 01. The 2017 grants will close on October 31.
Committee Review and Updates
PSAP Committee
Commissioner Haight reported that a member of the PSAP Committee has resigned. Nominations were called for, and Hope Lindsey from SIRCOMM in District 4 was nominated. 

POST Council approved the work of the curriculum subcommittee in September. Test questions are now being developed. The online testing option is still in the works, and the platform is currently being decided on.

Commissioner Haight welcomed Commission members to the PSAP Conference. The Conference has record enrollment.

LMR Committee

Commissioner Myklebust reported that the LMR Committee met and discussed having an LMR track at a future PSAP Conference. The LMR Committee is looking for additional representation from the DIGBs to work on the LMR Committee.
DIGB and Tribal Updates
DIGB 1 – No report.
DIGB 2 – Commissioner Myklebust reported that Dave Taylor and Jason Lee had a DIGB 2 fiber study kick off. There will hopefully be a report on the study by early March 2019. 

DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that DIGB 3 met and had a presentation on pre-hospital death notifications, and an overview on FirstNet. DIGB 3 has submitted names for representatives to work on the LMR Committee.

DIGB 4 – No report.

DIGB 5 – Vice Chair Gates reported that DIGB 5 had an encryption subcommittee meeting and discussed encrypted interoperability.

DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported that DIGB 6 will be meeting with DIGB 5 to discuss interoperability and encryption.

Tribal – No report.

Award to Scot Haug
Vice Chair Gates reported that Mr. Scot Haug, former member of IPSCC and IECC wasn’t in attendance at the meeting, but thanked him for all his work, and showed an award that will be given to him, and wished him a wonderful retirement.
Open Forum/Discussion
Mr. Mack Bickle gave an update on FirstNet and the progress being made, and some concerns that have come up. There was discussion about the timeframe of the sites being built in Idaho.
Commissioner Wolfinger welcomed the Commission to Kootenai County.

Mr. Bruce Richter updated the Commission on a national emergency alert test that will be happening.
