WHEREAS, public safety dispatchers throughout Idaho have contributed substantially to 

the apprehension of criminals, suppression of fires and treatment of patients; and 

WHEREAS, each dispatcher has exhibited compassion, understanding and 

professionalism during the performance of their job in the past year;
