The 2009 Operation Stonegarden funding is a grant from the Federal Department of Homeland
Security, passed through BHS to the County. The grant will be used to increase the operational
capabilities of law enforcement agencies within U.S. Border States, and will provide resources,

equipment and supplies to the Boundary County Sheriff’s Office.

“The Idaho Bureau of Homeland Security is pleased to assist Boundary County in obtaining the
Operation Stonegarden Grant,” said Col. Shawver. “Securing our state and nation is of vital importance,
and this grant will provide our law enforcement agencies with the tools they need to protect our

international border.”
