Approve Minutes of November 14, 2013

Vice Chair Wills asked for a review of the November 14, 2013 ECC Meeting Minutes.

MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commissioner Haug seconded, that the Commission approve the Minutes of the November 14, 2013 Idaho Emergency Communications Commission meeting.  The motion passed.

Approve Financial Report for November 2013
Eddie Goldsmith commented that he will only be reporting on November, because the October report was given at the last meeting. He presented the following financial information:

Cash in Bank - $5,698,073.48
1% Revenue Earned - $7,367.78

Grant Revenue Earned - $119,270.29
Interest Earned - $1,515.53

MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the Commission accept the November 2013 Financial Report.  The motion passed.
Introduction of New 9-1-1 Program Manager
Mr. Goldsmith introduced Craig Logan to the Commission, as the next 9-1-1 Program Manager. Mr. Goldmsith and Mr. Logan will be in a transition period over the next four months. They will be visiting all the PSAPs around the state.
Mr. Logan thanked the Commission for their vote of confidence.

Commissioner Smith asked if their travel itinerary will be published so county commissioners and others might have a chance to meet with them when they are in the area.
Mr. Goldsmith answered that yes, their itinerary will be available.
Vice Chair Wills asked Mr. Logan to share some of his background with the Commission.

Mr. Logan commented that he grew up in Wyoming and went in the Air Force. He graduated from the Air Force Academy in 1988, and flew C-130s, which was what brought him to Idaho. He and his wife have two children.

E9-1-1 Program Coordinator Report
Mr. Goldsmith reported that over the past two months he visited the Elmore County PSAP and attended the NASNA Conference with Commissioner McCrosky.
Grant Management trainings were held in Bingham, Franklin, and Caribou counties.

A Grant Audit meeting was done in Power County.

Mr. Goldsmith and Mr. Moore met with Butte County, working on their movement from basic 9-1-1 to Enhanced. Butte County will be visited again for more assistance. Their project has been in the works for three years.
The next four months will be a transition for Mr. Goldsmith and Mr. Logan.

Grant Status Update
Mr. Moore reported that he and Mr. Goldsmith have been working on grant training and grant closeouts. 
The City of Post Falls, Boundary, Bonner, Kootenai, Benewah, Valley, and Owyhee counties were visited.

The 2012 grants will be closed out over the next year, and $43,252.53 will be returned to the grand fund.

$1,712,182.12 has been paid out for the 2013 grants, leaving $1,240,146.48 in the 2013 fund.

Since opening up the 2014 grant fund, $945,303.66 has been paid out, leaving $2,061,227.43 in the 2014 grant fund.

Mr. Moore commented that he hopes to have Butte County’s grant project completed by the end of the fiscal year.

Mr. Moore reported that when Mr. Logan is up and moving, they will be working together on Next Generation 9-1-1 training. The funds that were given to each PSAP are for Next Generation training only, not for dispatch training.

Vice Chair Wills suggested sending out a letter to all the PSAPs reminding them that the grants funds for training for to be used for Next Generation 9-1-1 training only so there won’t be confusion.

PSAP Standards Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported that the vacancy from District 1 had been announced, and a qualified candidate has been found in Charlene Holbrook.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haight moved, Commissioner Smith seconded, that the Commission approve Charlene Holbrook as the District 1 representative on the PSAP Committee. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haight presented an amended copy of standing rules for the PSAP Committee adding the name change that was presented and approved at the Commission’s last meeting.

MOTION:  Commissioner Haight moved, Commissioner Smith seconded that the Commission accept the PSAPs Committee’s amended standing rules. The motion passed.
Review and Adopt Annual Report to State Legislature
Mr. Goldsmith presented a copy of the Annual Report to the State Legislature to the Commission.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that the Commission approve and adopt the Annual Report to the State Legislature. The motion passed.

NG9-1-1 Committee Update
Commissioner Haug reported that the Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG9-1-1) Committee will be meeting with the PSAP Committee on January 3, which will be their first meeting. The question for the NG9-1-1 Committee is whether it belongs with the PSAP Committee or not.

Commissioner Haug commented that with the Next Generation discussion coming up, it will be important to have a representative from Wireless on the Commission, and asked for an update on the selection of a representative.

Mr. Goldsmith answered that Jerry Piper has been submitted as appointment to the position, and a decision should be made soon.

Commissioner Haight brought up an issue about the PSAP Committee website, and asked for an update from Commissioner Richy.
Commissioner Richy responded that BHS is willing to help, and asked if the PSAP Committee would like to submit a funding request for the work that would go into updating the website. BHS can help.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded that the meeting adjourn.  The motion passed.
