Call to Order
Chair Nancolas called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the agenda. There were no changes.
Commissioner Smith reported that the Idaho Association of Counties has asked him to remain on the Commission for a while longer.

Chair Nancolas reported that during Executive Session the Commission had a legal update and no decisions were made.

Approve Minutes of November 6, 2014

Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the minutes from the November 6, 2014 meeting of the Idaho Emergency Communications Commission.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes from the November 6, 2014 meeting. The motion passed.

Chair Carreras asked that the financial reports be approved
MOTION:  Commissioner Piper moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the October, November, and December 2014 Financial Reports be approved. The motion passed.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Craig Logan reported he has updated the maps for the Annual Legislative Report, as was requested at the previous meeting.
Mr. Logan reported that all counties are on track to be Phase II by the end of FY15. Clark, Oneida, and Butte counties are still in the progress of becoming Phase II.
There was no information to report from the Public Utilities Commission and Latah County coordination.
Mr. Logan reported that he participated in a conference call in December with the ISA. Commissioner Smith will be reporting later on the topic.  The slides from the ISA conference were sent out to commission members for review to possibly be included on the ECC website.

Commissioner Piper commented that the information in the slides was outdated and should not be put on the ECC website.

Mr. Logan reported that he was unable to get any PSAP visits in due to other commitments. PSAP visits will resume at the end of January and beginning of February.

Mr. Logan reported that Bonneville County is currently accepting text to 9-1-1. A PSAP in Post Falls is also now accepting text messages to a URL. A news station, KTVB-7, has contacted Mr. Logan concerning where the State of Idaho is concerning text to 9-1-1. Mr. Logan responded that, as of now, it is a local PSAP decision. Commissioner Haug had an interview with a reporter concerning the issue. 

Commissioner McCrosky commented that it might be good for the Commission to come up with a white paper response, because text to 9-1-1 is an issue that will start coming up. It would be good for the Commission to have a consistent message.

Clint Berry commented that it is a good education opportunity, and it would be good for the reporter to contact their local PSAP for a more localized story. It would be good for the Commission to keep their statements concise and simple. 
Mr. Logan reported that he has no further update from a possible Lemhi County mediation.
Grant Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported Mr. Moore had site visits with Twin Falls, SIRCOMM, Power, Teton, Lemhi, and Madison counties.
Butte County is still in the process of completing their project, and they went live with Enhanced 9-1-1 on October 24. They should be at Phase II within the next 90 days. 

Mr. Moore will be doing audits on counties that have received grants, and training for counties that have received new grants.
PSAP Standards & Training Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported he has been the Chairman of the PSAP Committee for 17 months, and understands the work that is required from the Committee. Four members have resigned, and Commissioner Haight would like to recognize the work that was done by those Committee members. Mr. Logan had some awards created, and Commissioner Haight would like to recognize those former PSAP Committee members at the next Commission meeting. The individuals to be recognized are Heather Kunz, Derek Dofelmire, Brad Cougenhour, and Kathy Gaia. 
Ms. Gia’s departure created another vacancy on the Committee. Nominations have been received, and Commissioner Haight presented Cindy Felton from the Lewiston Police Department to the Commission to fill the vacancy.
MOTION:  Commissioner McCrosky moved, Commissioner Carreras seconded, that the Commission approve Cindy Felton to fill the vacancy and serve on the PSAP Committee. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haight introduced Anna Pearson as the newest member of the Committee to the Commission.
NG9-1-1 Committee Report
Commissioner McCrosky reported that there were many in attendance at an all-day session on January 14. Commissioner McCrosky turned the time to Mr. Berry for a report on the session.
Mr. Berry reported that there was a lot of participation and interaction at the session. Mike Olsen provided some information on what to expect for Next Generation 9-1-1. There were also four break-out sessions that were attended: Networking and GIS; Policy and Governance; Dispatchers and First Responders; and Funding. 

Mr. Berry reported that he will be condensing the information that was provided, and creating a summary that will be given to Commission members for review.

Mr. Berry reported that there were only 20 counties that were not represented. 

Mr. Logan commented that District 2 will be meeting on March 18 as a district to further discuss the issues with Next Generation 9-1-1.
First Net Committee
Rob Feely briefed the Commission on what the First Net Committee has been accomplishing. The Committee is working toward a state consultation. With the state consultation, a federal First Net team will come to Idaho and start the discussion on what First Net will look like for the state. In order to be in the queue for the consultation, a checklist had to be submitted on how the state is approaching First Net. The initial consultation should be in May. 
Mr. Feely reported that the Committee is also focusing on outreach on how concerned parties can participate. 

ISA Update/Discussion of Results During Idaho Tech Summit
Commissioner Smith reported that there was good participation at the Idaho Tech Summit, and information was gained on where efforts should be placed.
Commissioner Smith commented that a new Commission or Committee doesn’t need to be formed to address Next Generation, but that the Commissions and Committee that are already formed need to come together and work together for a solution. 

Legislative Report Approval
Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the Draft Annual Legislative Report.

MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commission Haight seconded, that the Commission adopt the draft as a final version to go to the Idaho Legislature.

Commissioner Smith commented that the title in front on his name needs to be removed.

Commissioner McCrosky commented that her title also needs to be amended.

Commissioner Taylor modified his motion to include the changes to commissioners Smith and McCrosky’s titles. Commissioner Haight seconded.

MOTION:  Commission Taylor moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the Commission approve the Draft Annual Legislative Report to be the Final Annual Legislative Report, with amendments to commissioners Smith and McCrosky’s titles. The motion passed.
