Call to Order & Introductions
Chair Nancolas asked Commission members and audience members to introduce themselves.

Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the agenda.

The Commission entered open meeting at 10:27 AM.

Chair Nancolas asked that the minutes reflect that the Commission has conducted an executive session, during which the Commission members communicated with legal counsel to discuss the legal ramifications and legal options for pending litigation.

Introduction of New Commission Members

Chair Nancolas asked the new members of the Commission to introduce themselves.
Paul Roberts, introduced himself. He is the Division Chief of Special Operations for Boise Fire Department. He is representing the Idaho Fire Chiefs Association.

Jodi McCrosky introduced herself. She is a CenturyLink Account Manager. She is representing the wireline industry.

Len Humphries introduced himself. He is the Fremont County Sheriff. He is representing the Idaho Sheriffs Association. 
Approve Minutes of November 8, 2012
Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the November 8, 2012 minutes.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Gardiner seconded, that the Commission approve the Minutes of the November 8, 2012 Idaho Emergency Communications Commission meeting. The motion passed.
Financial Report

Commissioner Carreras presented the following financial information:

The PSAP Committee’s budget is about $5,000 short because of the expenses from the PSAP Seminar.

Operating Expenses - $28,000
Cash in Bank - $4,003,287
1% Revenue Earned - $34,885.17
Grant Revenue Earned - $414,212.66
Year-to-Date Revenue - $449,097.83
Commissioner Carreras asked that the financial report be accepted.
MOTION:  Commissioner Gardiner moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that the Commission approve the Financial Report.  The motion passed.
E9-1-1 Program Coordinator Report
Eddie Goldsmith presented his report to the Commission.

In November and December, Mr. Goldsmith made twelve PSAP visits for grant training. The 2011 grants have closed out. The audits on the 2011 grants will start in February or March. All 2012 grant projects are currently in progress. 50% of the 2013 grant projects are now in progress. Mr. Goldsmith has also been working on the Annual Report to the Idaho Legislature, which will be ready for review at today’s meeting.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the Commission accept the E9-1-1 Program Coordinator’s Report as presented. The motion passed.
Consultant Report
Clint Berry reported that there will be a completed draft of the Statewide Plan available at the March meeting for the Commission to review. Corrections and edits will be collected, and a final draft will be presented to the Commission at the May meeting. 
PSAP Standards Committee Report
Commissioner Gardiner reported that the PSAP Committee has been very active. The first quarter training for 2013 will be on domestic violence for dispatchers. Courses will be taught in Idaho Falls on April 10-11; Moscow on March 12-13; Nampa on February 20-21; and in Burley on an indeterminate date.
Commissioner Gardiner reported that there is another opening on the Committee. Teresa Cooper from Blaine County resigned from her position on the Committee. 

Discussion has started on the upcoming year’s Dispatch Seminar. The same format will be used. There will be eight courses, with six of those already planned. There will be courses on Performance Management and Evaluations; Situational Leadership; Legal Ramifications for Dispatchers; PTSD Training for Dispatchers; Active Shooter Dispatching; and Customer Service. Registration will run from August 1-October 1. The PSAP Committee is still looking for a keynote speaker, and is taking suggestions from the Commission. 
POST has given the PSAP Committee a mapping and geography course to look over and update. 

The Committee’s next meeting will be a conference call on February 6.
Presentations

Chair Nancolas presented Sheriff Chris Smith, who has retired from the Commission, with an award for all his service and work.

Sheriff Smith commented how proud he is of what the Commission has been able to accomplish, and thanked Commission members for the ability to serve.

Commissioner Carreras reported that Troy Hagen resigned from Director of Ada County Paramedics last month. Commissioner Carreras presented him with an award at his going away ceremony. Mr. Hagen asked that Commissioner Carreras pass his gratitude on to the Commission.
The meeting broke for lunch at 11:00 AM.

The meeting was called back to order at 1:04 PM.

Legislative Update of 25 Cent Grant Fee

Vice Chair Wills passed copies of draft legislation to the Commission. 

The deadline of June 30, 2014 has been removed from the proposed draft, replacing it with “effective July 1, 2013.”
Vice Chair Wills suggested that the current fee be raised from 25 cents to 50 cents per month with Next Generation 9-1-1 coming up. This would enhance the grant fund for all the counties that will need to pay for the coming Next Generation 9-1-1. This increase could also be included in the draft legislation if the Commission feels it is a good thing.

Vice Chair Wills reported that he also needs to take this draft to the Idaho Association of Counties to get their cooperation on the legislation.

Chair Nancolas suggested that the vital piece of the legislation is the removal of the sunset date. Trying to raise the fee an additional quarter would be of second importance.
The Commission encouraged Vice Chair Wills to take the draft to the Association of Counties and get their opinion on it.

Presentation

Chair Nancolas presented Martin Knoelk with an award, and thanked him for all his service. Mr. Knoelk has retired from the Commission.

Mr. Knoelk thanked the Commission for the ability to work with some very great people.

AT&T and Verizon Wireless Proposed Prepaid Legislation

Jason Olsen, Director of External Affairs for AT&T, introduced Ann Sayerson from AT&T’s legal department and Melt Dukemet of External Affairs for Verizon, and Doug Rebes from Verizon’s legal department.

Mr. Olsen briefed the Commission on how the prepaid wireless market works. 80% of prepaid wireless services operate by a carrier, such as AT&T, provides wholes minutes of use to other carriers such as Metro PCS and Cricket. Those carriers contract with major retailers such as Walmart and Best Buy to display their products on a shelf. Customers can then walk into these retailers and purchase the product, just like they would any other product, with no ongoing relationship with these customers. AT&T has no knowledge of who these customers are, or where they are.
The way AT&T and Verizon have found that works to help prepaid wireless pay into the 9-1-1 services that they use is by collecting the fee at the point of sale. The consumer will be able to see that they are paying for the 9-1-1 fund. This fee would be collected just like a sales tax. 
Mr. Olsen presented a draft of legislation that AT&T and Verizon has been working on to collect the 9-1-1 fee for prepaid wireless services at the point of sale.

Chair Nancolas thanked the representatives from AT&T and Verizon for their time and input.
Adam Warr went through the proposed legislation with AT&T and Verizon present to answer questions about the legislation.

Mr. Warr presented his notes and suggested changes to the legislation.

Chair Nancolas called for a break at 2:50 PM.

The meeting was called back to order at 3:00 PM.
