FirstNet Recommendations
Commissioner Gates reported that the FirstNet Committee recommends that State of Idaho opt in early to the FirstNet plan as presented by AT&T.  The intention was to have AT&T/First Net 1) utilize state assets, 2) utilize local Telco’s, and 3) that Idaho have a chance to give input from the DIGBs to get maximum input on the 15 sites for the most effective solution.  Opting in early will allow the state to work with AT&T to design a plan that best suits Idaho.
MOTION:  Commissioner Gates moved, Commissioner Nielsen seconded, that the Commission recommend to the Governor of the State of Idaho, that the state opt in as soon as possible to the FirstNet plan. The motion passed.
