FirstNet

Mr. Logan reported that Governor Otter has signed the letter of intent opting into FirstNet early, and the letter has been sent on to AT&T and FirstNet.
New Business

9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported that he has distributed his notes from the APCO Conference to Commission members. 
Mr. Logan reported that he attended a meeting in Blaine County where the grant fund was discussed. The county is now looking into participating in the grant fund to help with costs that will be involved with Next Generation 9-1-1.

Mr. Logan reported that DIGB 4 is beginning to reform, and the Commission will hopefully have a representative from DIGB 4 on the Commission soon.

Ms. Robin Stellers reported that the Blaine County commissioners will be voting on participating in the grant fund on September 18.

Grants Program Manager Report
Mr. Moore reported that he has been busy with granting questions. Several counties start asking questions about applying for a grant at the last minute. Mr. Moore suggested that in the future, it might be good to have the information about grants go through the DIGBs so the counties know what to do to apply for a grant.
Mr. Moore reported that there was an issue where a county applied for a grant, and then while the application was being reviewed, they applied for another. Mr. Moore asked if there needed to be a revision to the grant rules so that there will only be one application per applicant per granting cycle.
Chair Nancolas asked Mr. Logan to look into the issue and come back with a recommendation.

Mr. Moore reported that $47,193.08 was returned to the grant fund from the FY2015 grants.

Mr. Moore reported that for FY2016, $920,614.16 has been paid out; $187,480.32 remains in the grant fund. The FY2016 grants will be closing soon.

Mr. Moore reported that for FY2017, $745,709.66 has been paid out; $1,269,382.00 remains in the grant fund.
PSAP Committee

Commissioner Haight reported that the PSAP Conference will begin October 16 and run through October 18. There will be a track for dispatch personnel, and a track for technical personnel at the conference.  
DIGB and Tribal Updates
DIGB 1 – Commissioner Wolfinger reported that DIGB 1 had an information gathering meeting on August 5. The meeting was not very well attended.
DIGB 2 – Commissioner Myklebust reported that DIGB 2 had their FirstNet meeting on August 24, and it was well attended. Officers were elected and positions filled.
DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that DIGB 3 also participated in the FirstNet listening tour. It went well.
DIGB 4 – Ms. Stellers reported that a chair and vice-chair has been elected, and a name has been submitted to represent DIGB 4 on the Commission. 

DIGB 5 – Commissioner Nielsen reported that DIGB 5 met August 9 and discussed the eclipse. The Idaho State Radio Users Group also came and talked at the meeting. 
DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported that DIGB 6 is happy to be done with the eclipse event, and will have more to report in the future. 
Tribal – Commissioner Jones was not at the meeting.
Open Forum/Discussion
There was a comment from the audience, thanking the Commission for support and participation in FirstNet. 
Commissioner Carreras commented in October StateComm celebrates its 20th anniversary. 

Commissioner Smith commented that he is happy that the DIGBs participate in the Commission, and they are doing a great job.

Commissioner Boeger commented that she also serves on the Idaho Peace Officer Memorial board, and there will be a memorial for a Boise Police Officer who was killed in the line of duty 20 years ago.
