Approve Minutes of January 2, 2014
Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the January 2, 2014 ECC Meeting Minutes.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the Commission approve the Minutes of the January 2, 2014 Idaho Emergency Communications Commission meeting.  The motion passed.

Approve Financial Report for December 2013, January 2014
Commissioner Carreras presented the following financial information:

MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the Commission accept the December 2013 and January 2014 Financial Reports.  The motion passed.
E9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Craig Logan reported that he is getting up to date with the requirements of his position with the help of Eddie Goldsmith.
PSAPs that are compliant with Phase II are nearing required maintenance milestones, and will need the help of the Commission in meeting those requirements. Mr. Logan will be meeting with PSAPs and assisting in applying for funds to help meet those requirements in the next grant cycle.

Mr. Logan reported that for the time being, he doesn’t see any need to change the way things have been done under Mr. Goldsmith.

Mr. Logan will visit Butte County to assist with their upcoming upgrade to Phase II.

Mr. Goldsmith reported that this will be his last ECC Meeting as an employee of the Commission. He will continue to work, but as a volunteer, in the communities. 
Mr. Goldsmith reported that the last project that he will be working on is the consolidation of Elmore and Camas counties’ into one PSAP.

Mr. Goldsmith reported that prepaid fees are now being received, and over the past two months $53,225.75 has been received.

Grant Program Manager Report
Dave Moore reported that he is still working with Butte County and the 2011 grant money that was extended to them by the Commission. 
The 2012 grant has been closed out since November 1, 2013. $43,272.54 will be returned to the grant fund for 2015.

$2,736,328 has been released to counties from the 2013 grant. Boundary, Post Falls, Clark, Lemhi, Lewis, Madison, Power and Teton counties are still drawing money on the 2013 grant. $1,970,508.80 has been paid out of the 2013 grant, with $765,819.80 remaining.
$3,006,539 has been released of the 2014 grant funds, with $1,855,080.27 remaining in the fund.

Mr. Moore reported that he will be working with Mr. Logan and Mr. Goldsmith on the guidelines for the 2015 grant. They will be finalized and ready for the Commission at the May meeting.

Mr. Moore reported that the Commission will probably need to look at the grant rules, and possible changes to those rules in the next grant cycle. Next Generation 9-1-1 will need to be addressed in the near future.

Mr. Moore is working with the PSAPs on their $2,000 training grant funds. That money is for Next Generation 9-1-1 training, and not for training of dispatchers.

Mr. Moore reported that he was asked to serve on the Pardons and Parole Commission for the State of Idaho, and was confirmed to serve on that Commission. He does not feel that this will interfere with his duties for the ECC.

Chair Nancolas commented that he didn’t think this will be an issue with Mr. Moore’s duties for the ECC.

Legislative Update/Legislation Discussion

Mr. Goldsmith reported that there is no legislative update, but the Commission needs to be aware that if it has any legislative business for the next session, it needs to be to Gen. Richy’s office by May because that is when the process begins.
Chair Nancolas reported that the Annual Report is being scheduled with the State Legislature, and invited members to attend.

ECC/PSAP Website Discussion/Demo
Robert Feely presented a working demo of the new ECC and PSAP Committee websites that will now fall under the BHS website. Mr. Feely reported that the website is ready to live on approval of the Commission.
Mr. Goldsmith commented that there will be an annual maintenance fee for the websites that will be worked out.

MOTION:  Commissioner McCrosky moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the Commission approve the new ECC and PSAP Committee websites, and direct them to go live. The motion passed.

NASNA/NENA Conference Discussion

Mr. Goldsmith reported that the NASNA and NENA conferences are coming up in June. Mr. Goldsmith recommended that the Commission send Commissioner McCrosky and Commissioner Haight along with Mr. Logan to go to those conferences. Mr. Goldsmith also recommended that $7,000 be moved from the Contingency Fund to the NASNA/NENA travel fund to cover expenses for these two commissioners.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner Smith seconded, that the Commission authorize Commissioner McCrosky and Commissioner Haight to attend the NASNA and NENA conferences, and to move $7,000 from the Contingency Fund to the NASNA/NENA travel fund to cover expenses. The motion passed.
EMD Discussion
Mr. Goldsmith reported that the Commission received a letter in January from Dr. Curtis Sandy, who is the chair of the Idaho EMS Positions Commission, concerning drafting Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD) standards statewide. Mr. Goldsmith reported that he conducted a survey of the PSAPs to see what the status of EMD by PSAP. 

Mr. Goldsmith recommended that there does not need to be a written EMD standard statewide, because what the counties already have and use nationally recognized standards.

MOTION:  Bruce Bowler, proxy for Commissioner Haight, moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the Commission authorize Mr. Goldsmith and Mr. Logan to draft a letter based on Mr. Goldsmith’s recommendation on EMD statewide standards. The motion passed.

Commission Vacancies/Term Expirations
Mr. Goldsmith reported that in July there will be some Commissioner term expirations, and Commissioners will need to respond if they would like to serve another term. Also in July, there will need to be an election of officers.
PSAP Standards Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported that transition of the PSAP Training Manual from hardcopy to electronic version is progressing with Idaho POST Academy. Carmen Boeger of the PSAP Committee is doing the voiceover work.
The PSAP Committee has begun planning the next PSAP Seminar in October 2014. $6,500 has been committed for the Seminar with seven months to go. The PSAP Committee is hoping to raise $11,000.

Commissioner McCrosky commented that she attended the most recent PSAP Committee meeting, and it was a good experience. She recommended that other Commissioners attend if they have the opportunity.

NG9-1-1 Committee Update
Commissioner Haug and Commissioner McCrosky gave a presentation to the Commission on Next Generation 9-1-1 and how the Commission can approach the transition to NG9-1-1.
Chair Nancolas asked that the next meeting agenda contain an action item on this topic so the Commission can begin work.
