Call to Order & Introductions
Chair Nancolas asked Commission members and audience members to introduce themselves.

Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the agenda.

MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commissioner Humphries seconded, that the agenda for the March 7, 2012 meeting of the Idaho Emergency Communications Commission be approved.  The motion passed.

Approve Minutes of January 3, 2013
Approve Minutes of March 1, 2013

Chair Nancolas asked for a review of the previous meetings’ minutes.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that the Commission approve the Minutes of the January 3, 2012, and March 1, 2013 Idaho Emergency Communications Commission meetings. The motion passed.
Financial Report for December 2012 and January 2013
Commissioner Carreras presented the following financial information:

January 2013

Operating Expenses - $70,828
Cash in Bank - $4,988,174.18
1% Revenue Earned - $25,275.89
Grant Revenue Earned - $319,139.61
Year-to-Date Interest - $9,295
Commissioner Carreras asked that the financial report be accepted.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Gardiner seconded, that the Commission approve the Financial Report.  The motion passed.
E9-1-1 Program Coordinator Report
Eddie Goldsmith presented his report to the Commission.

Mr. Goldsmith reported that the FY 2011 grants have been closed, and are in the process of being audited, with four counties left to be audited. $504,523 remains in the grant fund because Bonner County returned their grant and will reapply in 2014. Butte County has been given a one-year extension to complete their grant.
The Commission has paid out $426,878.21 on the FY 2012 grant, with $108,423.96 remaining. 

Bear Lake, Boise, Canyon, and Latah counties have had their FY 2013 grants paid out.

Commissioner McCrosky commented that she had the opportunity to attend the ECC’s annual report to the Senate and House, and Mr. Goldsmith represented the Commission very well.

Discuss Elmore County Letter
Mr. Goldsmith reported that Elmore County has asked the Commission some questions on how they can spend their 9-1-1 fees. There were two issues with their questions; one was about buying an internet work station, and the other was about providing a phone outside a substation for the citizens to use to call 9-1-1. 
Mr. Goldsmith presented a draft response letter, commenting that the internet is a public access system. Neither it, nor the associated equipment used to access the internet is considered part of the 9-1-1 system. In regards to the phone, the 9-1-1 fee was created to provide public safety answering points with funding support tools used in process the 9-1-1 call. It was never intended to be used to provide the citizens a means of calling into the system.

Mr. Goldsmith asked the Commission if they would like to send the letter.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Haug seconded, that the Commission approve the response letter as written, and for the Commission Chair to sign it. The motion passed.
Review/Approve FY 2014 Grant Package
Mr. Goldsmith reported that he sent out the grant application form and instructions to the Commissioners. It has been reviewed. A few typographical errors have been corrected to reflect correct dates. Mr. Goldsmith asked that the FY 2014 grant package be accepted to be sent out.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Humphries seconded, that the FY 2014 grant package be approved. The motion passed.

Legislative Update
In Vice-Chair Wills’ absence, Chair Nancolas reported that the hearing for the $0.25 sunset clause is being rescheduled. Chair Nancolas asked that if he is unable to attend the hearing, if some Commissioners would be able to present. 
Commissioners Smith and Taylor said they would be able to attend.
PSAP Standards Committee Report
Commissioner Gardiner reported that there is an opening on the PSAP Committee. The PSAP Committee would like Roxanne Wade to fill the vacancy. She has been serving as an ex-officio member of the PSAP Committee. Ms. Wade has been recommended by Sheriff Donovan of Canyon County. She has 20 years of experience in her field.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded that Roxanne Wade be appointed to the PSAP Committee. The motion passed.

Commissioner Gardiner reported that the PSAP Committee is in the middle of their domestic violence training. The first training was held in Burley, and it went very well. The next training will be in Moscow on March 18-19, Idaho Falls on April 10-11, and Nampa on May 8-9. 

The second quarter training will be on fire dispatching.

The 2013 Dispatch Seminar will be held at the Red Lion in downtown Boise. APCO would also like to help with the dispatch seminar.

The PSAP Committee’s next meeting will be April 3 at the ISP Communication Center, and May 1 at the Cassia County Sheriff’s Office, and June 5 will be a conference call.

Legislative Procedure Training
Adam Warr gave a presentation on legislative procedures and how the ECC gets legislation submitted.
Consultant Report
Clint Berry presented a draft copy of the statewide plan. Mr. Berry asked Commission members to review the draft, and have comments back before the May meeting, so it can be adopted by the Commission.

Mr. Goldsmith commented that the Shoshone Bannock Tribes want to create their own 9-1-1 center. Bingham County has agreed to do a grant request for them. Mr. Goldsmith asked if a county has to put in a request for a grant, or can the tribe do it. The topic will be on the agenda of the May meeting.

Commissioner Carreras commented that Contingency Fund line item in the budget will be moved to the Consultant line item of the budget.
Open Comment
David Moore commented that the legislature moves fast and decisions need to be made quickly, and the Commission needs to be aware.
Mr. Warr commented that the Commission can hold special or emergency meetings if decisions need to be made quickly.
Chair Nancolas called for a break at 2:18 PM.

Chair Nancolas called the meeting back to order at 2:40 PM.
