Call to Order
Commission Treasurer, and Acting Chair Carreras called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m.
Approve Minutes of January 7 and 12, 2016
Chair Carreras asked for a review of the minutes from January 7 and 12, 2016 meetings of the Idaho Emergency Communications Commission.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes from the January 7, 2016 meeting. The motion passed.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes from the January 12, 2016 meeting. The motion passed.

Financial Report for December 2015 and January 2016
Chair Carreras reported the following financial information:

Commissioner Carreras asked that the financial reports be approved
MOTION:  Commissioner Humphries moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the December 2015 and January 2016 Financial Report be approved. The motion passed.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Craig Logan reported that the contract for Mr. Jason Jackson have been approved and signed, and work on that project should begin soon.
Mr. Logan reported that temporary rules that were approved by the Commission at the last meeting did not make it through DFM, and will need to be resubmitted as a proposed rule for the next legislative cycle.

Butte, Clark, and Oneida counties are now operating at Phase II, making the entire State of Idaho Phase II.

The annual Emergency Communication Commission legislative brief will be March 6. Mr. Logan invited all Commissioners to attend.

Mr. Logan reported that he conducted eleven PSAP visits during the last two months. Counties in southeastern Idaho shared their mapping, and those counties have visibility of all the adjoining county roads and address points. 
Grant Program Manager Report
David Moore reported that he has closed out the FY 2014 grant. One county did have to return $12,178.53 for not using the funds. Those funds will be used in the next granting cycle. It is estimated that there could be $4 million in the FY 2017 grant fund.
Mr. Moore reported that he will have the FY 2017 grant cycle letters ready to go out in May.

FY 2015 grants have $254,941.61 remaining.

FY 2016 grants have $811,403.50 remaining.
Brief from Grant Subcommittee on Rules and Approval
Mr. Logan asked for discussion and a decision on what to do with the proposed new rule about grants that didn’t make it through DFM.
Bonner County has been notified that their grant will run out in October 31, 2016. They have not yet provided a plan of their project change.

Mr. Moore suggested that it might be best if Bonner County ended up returning their grant funds, and reapplying for a new grant in the FY 2017 cycle. It is not a guarantee that they will receive all those funds back, but the money coming back will go right back into the grant fund to be granted out again. This would give Bonner County two years to work on their new project.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that the Commission direct Mr. Logan and Mr. Moore to draft a letter to Bonner County explaining that it would probably be best for them to return their grant money so they can reapply for a new grant in the FY 2017 cycle where consolidated systems can be given a priority.  The motion passed.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haight moved, Commissioner Cheeseman seconded, that the Commission approve the temporary rule that was passed at the last Commission meeting become a proposed rule and be submitted for the 2017 legislative cycle. The motion passed.
PSAP Standards & Training Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported that the PSAP Committee has started working on their next PSAP Seminar for October 2016. 
The first quarter regional training had to be canceled.  The Denise Amber Lee Foundation training will be the next regional, quarterly training.
Commissioner Haight reported that in January he had the opportunity to meet with the EMS Advisory Council, and the Idaho Emergency Physicians Commission. Those groups had an interest in EMD being included with the PSAP Committee’s proposal for mandatory certification of dispatchers. The main issue standing in the way of mandatory certification is funding to administer the program. 
Commissioner Haight briefed the Commission on the Denise Amber Lee Foundation training that will be happening at the next Commission meeting.
Adam Warr reported that in researching whether grants funds could be used to fund the administration of dispatch mandatory certification, the answer would be no based on the rules governing grant funds.

Commissioner Richy responded to Commissioner Haight that he would like to discuss what the project would entail. Depending on the goals and details of the project, he might have some funds that could be used.

Commissioner Taylor commented that the language in the statute might allow a PSAP to ask for funding for purposes of training. 

Mr. Logan commented that depending on how current legislation turns out, and if the Commission will be able to pay for the Grant Manager out of the grant funds, there could possibly be some extra funds in the Commission budget that might be used for administering mandatory certification.

Mr. Warr commented that he was not sure if that could be possible.

MOTION:  Commissioner Richy moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the Commission direct Mr. Warr to research all the rules and laws governing the Emergency Communications Commission budget to see if anything can be done to help with dispatch mandatory certification. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haight thanked the Commission for the discussion on the topic.
Legislative Subcommittee Updates/Discussion
Commissioner Smith reported that the proposed legislation passed the Idaho Senate, and is currently in the House.
Mr. Logan asked the Commission if it would like to draft potential new legislation if the current legislation does not pass.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Richy seconded, that if the current legislation does not pass, Commission staff work on updating new 9-1-1 language for proposed new legislation, but not until it is found out that the current legislation doesn’t pass. The motion passed.

Clint Berry reported that AT&T brought a bill up during the 2015 legislative session dealing with collection of 9-1-1 fees on VoIP, but that issue is probably now retired and will not be pursued. 
NG9-1-1 Committee Report
Mr. Berry reported that the NG9-1-1 Committee met with the Office of Emergency Communications to discuss workshops. There is an opportunity to conduct technical assistance workshops. These workshops will probably wait until the legislation passes or doesn’t to ensure involvement of all interested parties.
Mr. Berry thanked Ben Ealey and Ada County for the opportunity to discuss with them their project to see how their process can help the state.

Ada County Project

Mr. Ealey with Ada County gave a presentation to the Commission on Ada County’s project of constructing their new 9-1-1 center, and how their systems work.

SIRCOMM Region 4 Updates

John Moore with SIRCOMM reported that SIRCOMM has gone text-to-9-1-1, which is a good thing for the community.
SIRCOMM was able to back up San Francisco for the Superbowl that happened in January. There were no events, but it was good to help.
