Call to Order
Commissioner Carreras called the meeting to order and asked Commission members and others present to introduce themselves.
Discussion on Pending Legislation
Commissioner Lan Smith asked Eddie Goldsmith to report on the Commission’s pending legislation.
Mr. Goldsmith reported that when legislation HB193 was initially introduced, there was a Representative firmly against it. Chair Nancolas and Vice-Chair Wills discussed the legislation with the Representative but were unsuccessful. Mr. Goldsmith also spoke with the Representative. The Representative offered a compromise, and would support the legislation if the fees collected went to the ECC to support the design implementation and operation of Next Generation 9-1-1. The legislation was amended to include those changes. The legislative committee recommended the bill, and it went to print. Some additional amendments were made. The additional amendments stated that the fees will be collected by the Tax Commission and sent to the ECC quarterly. The ECC will disperse the funds to the PSAPs based on a population formula.
The fee will be 2.5% on all sales. Of that, 3% will go to the retailers for their administrative processing, 2% will go to the Tax Commission for their administration, 1% will go to the ECC, and the remaining 94% will go to the PSAPs.

Mr. Goldsmith reported that HB80 dealing with the sunset clause was referred to the Local Government Committee. There is support to either extend the sunset clause another six years, or remove the sunset clause.
