MOTION:  It was moved and seconded, that the Commission accept the February 2014 and March 2014 Financial Reports.  The motion passed.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Craig Logan reported that the transition between him and Eddie Goldsmith is going well. The majority of the past two months have been spent reviewing trainings and presentations.
Mr. Logan reported that the Owyhee County PSAP was visited, and five additional visits have been scheduled for the month of May. The PSAPs that were compliant with Phase II are nearing required maintenance to keep their systems operational.
Mr. Logan reported that there has been discussion between Fremont, Madison, Jefferson, and Clark counties on potentially sharing equipment. Payette and Washington counties have also reached an initial agreement for sharing a CPE.

Mr. Logan reported that he will be working on new terms for Commissioners, finishing the budget for the next fiscal year, and preparing for new grant submissions.

Mr. Logan reported that at the end of March, $129,866.27 was paid out to counties from pre-paid fees that were collected. It will probably take a year to predict the flow of income that will come in through pre-paid fees.

The Lemhi County attorney has contacted the Commission to request potential mediation between the City of Salmon and Lemhi County.

The Commission has also been contacted by the First Net Program Manager for potential ECC participation on a broadband advisory committee by sending one Commissioner and the 9-1-1 Program Manager.
MOTION:  It was moved and seconded, that the Commission approve Commissioner Humphries and Mr. Logan to participate on a broadband advisory committee for the First Net Advisory Committee. The motion passed.
Grant Program Manager Report
Dave Moore reported the grant from FY2011 that was held over for Butte County is still being monitored.
Mr. Moore reported that for FY2012, $43,272.54 has been returned to the grant fund. Audits for Clearwater and Lewis counties will be conducted in June.

For FY2013 grants, Boundary, Clark, Lemhi, Lewis, Madison, Power, Teton counties and Post Falls City are still drawing funds.  $2,040,021.80 has been paid out, leaving $696,306.80 in the fund.

For FY2014 grants, $1,663,969.53 has been paid out, leaving $1,342,561.56 in the fund.

Mr. Moore reported that the grant guidelines for FY2015 are ready, and will be released later in the month of May. He will be assisting any counties in need of help preparing for FY2015 grants.

Mr. Moore will be working with Mr. Logan in setting up the first meetings for NG9-1-1 planning.
