Move to Open Session
Chair Nancolas asked for introductions. The Executive Session was moved to the end of the agenda.
Consent Agenda

03 March 2017 Minutes; February 2017 Financial Report
MOTION:  Commissioner Wolfinger moved, Commissioner Gates seconded, that the 03 March 2017 meeting minutes, and February 2017 financial report be approved. The motion passed.

Approve Location of May Meeting in Rexburg, ID

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Goicoechea seconded, that the May meeting location and time be approved. The motion passed.

Statement of Work for Consultant

Craig Logan reported that he worked with Jason Jackson to get a statement of work put together to perform a line study for the state. The total cost of the project would be $75,000, and broken into two phases. The project would take 4-6 months, and even up to 9 months to complete both phases of the project if done together.

Mr. Logan asked for the Commission to approve the statement of work to go to the state contracting office to begin the process of creating a contract with Mr. Jackson.

Commissioner Smith had a question about the 15% for travel expenses, and if it would be in addition to the $75,000.

Mr. Logan answered that the 15% for travel expenses would be in addition to the $75,000 to complete the project, and would only be used if Mr. Jackson traveled to Idaho.
MOTION:  Commissioner Wolfinger moved, Commissioner Moore seconded, that the consultant statement of work be approved. The motion passed.

Cost Estimate for Consultant

Chair Nancolas reported that with the statement of work approved, the Commission will need to approve a budget line item of $75,000 plus 15% for travel expenses for consultant work.

MOTION:  Commissioner Wolfinger moved, Commissioner Moore seconded, that a budget line item be approved of $75,000 with a maximum of 15% for travel for both phases of Mr. Jackson’s consulting project. The motion passed.
Carrier Letter

Mr. Logan presented a proposed letter that will be sent to the carriers inquiring how their 9-1-1 fees are determined and remitted. Mr. Logan asked for approval of the Commission to send out the letter.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Wolfinger seconded that the Commission approve the letter to be sent out to the carriers. The motion passed.

PSAP Committee Bylaws

Kevin Haight commented that during the last couple meeting, the Commission has discussed the PSAP Committee’s bylaws, and how to make them more flexible for the PSAP Committee. Mr. Haight presented revised bylaws to the Commission, making it so the Commission doesn’t have to approve every little change in the rules. Mr. Haight asked for approval on the revised bylaws.
Commissioner Wolfinger suggested a language change, changing “shall” to “should” in regards to PSAP Committee meetings:  “the PSAP Committee should meet every other month.”

MOTION:  Commissioner Gates moved, Commissioner Wolfinger seconded, that the Commission approve the revised PSAP Committee bylaws, with the amended language that was suggested. The motion passed.

Mr. Haight reported that there will be a signing ceremony with the Governor on April 19, at 10:30 a.m. for the certified dispatch legislation that was passed.

PSAP Conference Scope

Mr. Haight reported that at the last PSAP Committee meeting, representatives from technical and commercial fields were present. They are strategizing for including the technical aspect of the PSAP Seminar. 

Mr. Haight reported that with the passing of the certified dispatch legislation, there is still a lot of work for the PSAP Committee in regards to IDAPA rules. There will need to be changes, but changes won’t be approved by the legislature until the next legislative session. Next steps will also include EMD integration.

FirstNet Update

Bob Wells, a member of the Idaho SLIGP team, reported that on March 30, AT&T was awarded the national RFP. The Idaho RFP will be up approximately April 17. A FirstNet video has been put together, and will be launched mid-April. This will help Idaho gain more knowledge on FirstNet and SLIGP. Regional meetings will be held mid-May through mid-August to meet with all the DIGBs. The IPSCC will need to evaluate and approve the state plan, which should be our the first of October.

Mr. Logan reported that Representative Rick Youngblood has been approved to join the Commission.
