Call to Order
Vice-Chair Wills called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Executive Session – Legal Update Pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345(1)(f)
MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commission Haug seconded, that the Commission move into Executive Session for the purposes of a legal update, pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345(1)(f).

The meeting resumed Open Meeting at 1:10 p.m.

Approve Minutes of May 1, 2014

Vice-Chair Wills asked for a review of the minutes from the May 1, 2014 minutes.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haight moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes from the May 1, 2014 meeting. The motion passed.

Financial Report for April 2014, May 2014

Commissioner Carreras reported the following financial information:

Commissioner Carreras presented a revised FY 2014 budget to the Commission. The amended budget will readjust for the savings from Craig Logan taking over for Eddie Goldsmith as program manager.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the amended budget as presented by Commissioner Carreras be approved. The motion passed.

Commissioner Carreras presented a draft of the proposed budget for fiscal year 2015. Commissioner Carreras asked that proposed budget be reviewed and be scheduled to be voted on at the next meeting.

Commissioner Carreras commented that there has been a proposal to move the Grant Manager’s expenses out of the ECC budget, and using grant revenue to pay for them because the Grant Manager works only to help with the granting process.

Adam Warr had a concern with allocating the grant funds this way because of the wording of the statute concerning the usage of grant funds.
Vice-Chair Wills asked that the discussion be tabled, and directed Mr. Warr to look into the issue to be discussed at the next meeting.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported that he has conducted six PSAP visits since the last ECC meeting.

Mr. Logan reported that there is a lot of cooperation between counties, and looking into how they can work together to accomplish the requirements of 9-1-1. 
Mr. Logan reported that he attended the NENA and NASNA conferences in June and found the information very valuable. The conferences were also attended by Commissioners McCrosky and Haight.
Mr. Logan reported that has been contacted by Rep. Palmer about printing of the ECC’s Annual Report. The Commission will only need to print out enough copies for the reviewing committee’s members, and other copies can be distributed digitally.

Vice-Chair Wills commented that digital distribution is a good way to go as it will save the Commission money on printing, and directed Mr. Logan to print only the hard copies that will be needed.

Commissioner McCrosky commented that it was very valuable to be able to attend the NENA and NASNA Conferences.

Grant Program Manager Report
Dave Moore reported that all grant packages were mailed out on May 16. Grant materials are also available on the website for access.
Mr. Moore spent a lot of time visiting counties to help them get grant requests ready for the next grant cycle.

All 2012 grants have been audited and closed out.

There have been some political problems with completing the Butte County project that need to be resolved, but progress is being made.
There is $458,376.46 left in the 2013 grant fund. The grant recipients have until November 1 to finish out their 2013 grants.

There is $1,608,045.91 left in the 2014 grant fund. A year and two months still exist to complete those grants.

PSAP Standards Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported that the PSAP Committee met last on July 2.
Progress is being made towards the third annual PSAP Seminar.

The second and third quarter combined PSAP training was canceled because of some personnel issues with the instructor. The Committee has discussed some possible alternatives to try and get some training out to the districts for the third quarter.
Commissioner Haight reported that only one nomination came back to fill the vacancy from District 1, Tricia Marosey. The Committee voted to recommend her name to the Commission to fill the vacancy on the PSAP Committee.

MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commissioner Carreras seconded, that the Commission approve the appointment of Ms. Marosey to fill the District 1 vacancy on the PSAP Committee. The motion passed.
Election of New Officers

Vice-Chair Wills asked for nominations for new officers to the Commission.

Commissioner Haug nominated Garret Nancolas to continue as Chair of the Commission.
MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that Garret Nancolas continue as Chair of the Emergency Communications Commission. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haug nominated Rich Wills to continue as Vice-Chair of the Commission.

MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner Humphries seconded, that Rich Wills continue as Vice-Chair of the Emergency Communications Commission. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haug nominated Michele Carreras to continue as Commission Treasurer.

MOTION:  Commissioner Haug moved, Commissioner McCrosky seconded, that Michele Carreras continue as the Treasurer of the Emergency Communications Commission. The motion passed.
NG9-1-1 Committee Report
Commissioner Haug presented a list of potential candidates to be on a Next Generation 9-1-1 Committee. When all counties have been heard from, the goal is get all parties together and hold a statewide meeting.
Commissioner Haug commented that they will be looking for the Commission’s approval to hire a contractor to assist with the Next Generation 9-1-1 project.

MOTION:  Commissioner Humphries moved, Commissioner Taylor seconded, that the Next Generation 9-1-1 Committee look into the possibility and details of hiring a contractor to assist with the Next Generation 9-1-1 project to be discussed at the September meeting. The motion passed.

Commissioner McCrosky provided some information to the Commission about the incident that happened in the State of Washington being on an IP network.
Vice-Chair Wills called for a seven minute break.

The meeting resumed at 2:35 p.m.
