PSAP Standards Committee Report
Training
First quarter training (Domestic Violence) will finish on May 8-9th at Nampa PD.  This training was very well received around the state. 
Second quarter training (Fire Dispatching) has taken place in Coeur d’Alene and will finish in Moscow, Meridian, and Blackfoot.  
Third quarter training (Dispatch/Patrol Officer Relations) is schedule for Nampa PD July 15-16, Moscow July 29-30, Idaho Falls August 12-13, Coeur d’Alene August 26-27, and Pocatello September 9-10.  
POST
The committee finished updating and refreshing the Mapping course used in the POST basic academy and will be submitting it to POST for their recommendations.
2013 Dispatch Seminar
The seminar is schedule for October 22-23, 2013 at the Red Lion Hotel in Boise.  Save the date cards have been sent out.  Registration will run from August 1st-Octover 7th.  The PSAP committee is partnering with APCO.  Vendor registration fees will be sent to APCO, and APCO will distribute the money as needed to finance the conference.  A contract has been signed between APCO and the Red Lion reserving the facilities.  Keynote speakers have been contacted and will soon be confirmed.  Courses have been identified and the committee is working closely with POST to certify each course.
