Review/Update E9-1-1 Program Coordinator Position
Eddie Goldsmith introduced Paula Edmiston from the Idaho Military Division Human Resources Office.
Ms. Edmiston described the process to initiate personnel action to the Commission.  The E9-1-1 Program Coordinator position will be announced for 10 state work days.  The Human Resources Office will receive and review all applications, and the top 10 qualified applicants will be invited to interview.  The entire process will take four to six weeks to complete.

Mr. Goldsmith asked the Commission to review the E9-1-1 Program Coordinator position description and application.

There were typographical and grammar corrections.

Mr. Goldsmith suggested that a fourth requirement be added under “Mandatory Requirements.”  The fourth mandatory requirement being that the applicant has five years management experience in the 9-1-1 field.

The Commission also suggested that the position of E9-1-1 Program Coordinator reside in the Boise area.
