Call to Order
Acting Chair Carreras called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.

There was a deletion from the agenda. The First Net Committee Report was removed.
Approve Minutes of September 4, 2014

Chair Carreras asked for a review of the minutes from the September 4, 2014 meeting of the Idaho Emergency Communications Commission.
MOTION:  Commissioner Piper moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the Commission approve the minutes from the July 3, 2014 meeting. The motion passed.

9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Craig Logan reported that the federal 9-1-1 office database has been completed for 2013, and will start gathering information for 2014 as the year is closed out.
Mr. Logan reported that he is in the process of updating maps for annual legislative report.

Information that was requested to be put on the ECC website has been added to the website.

Mr. Logan reported that he was contacted by Carolee Hall from the Idaho Public Utilities Commission to inform that they had some money they would like to spend on 9-1-1 for counties needing extra assistance. Mr. Logan asked if the funds could be spent on dispatch equipment, but it wasn’t going to be possible with the way the money would need to be routed. 
Mr. Logan reported that he attended the Ada County install presentation by TriTech. 

Butte County is now Enhanced 9-1-1, and within 45 days they should be Phase II.

Mr. Logan asked the Commission if they would like access to the documents from the ISA Conference on the ECC website. 

Commissioner Richy responded and asked that the documents be made available at the next meeting for the Commission to look at to make a decision whether they should be put on the ECC website.

Mr. Logan reported that he sent a survey out to Idaho’s PSAPs on their Ebola procedures, and information is still being gathered.

Mr. Logan reported that there has been no further information received from Lemhi County on a possible mediation.

Commissioner Piper asked if the documents from the ISA Conference could be emailed to Commission members to look at prior to the next meeting so that a decision could be made at the next meeting.

Mr. Logan responded that he will send them out.

Grant Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported that for FY 2011, Butte County was carried over. The county will next be moving to Phase II. Approximately $5,161 will be returned to the grant fund.
$2.6 million has been paid out for the 2013 grants. All counties have been closed out, and several audited.
$1.7 million has been paid out for the 2014 grants.

Grant training has started for the recipients of the 2015 grant.
PSAP Standards & Training Committee Report
Commissioner Haight reported that nominations have been submitted for a vacancy on the Committee. Anna Pearson from Fremont County, District 6, was recommended to fill the vacancy.
MOTION:  Commissioner Taylor moved, Commissioner Piper seconded, that Anna Pearson fill the vacancy on the PSAP Standards & Training Committee. The motion passed.

Commissioner Haight reported on the 2014 PSAP Seminar. 160 attended the seminar. It was a good experience for all who were able to attend. The planning process has now begun for the 2015 PSAP Seminar.
Chair Carreras recognized all PSAP members in attendance for a great seminar.

Commissioner McCrosky also commented that it was a good seminar.
NG9-1-1 Committee Report
Commissioner Haug reported that the NG9-1-1 Committee was able to give a presentation at the Idaho Sheriff’s Association Technology Summit. The Commission’s priorities for Next Generation 9-1-1 were discussed. 
Commissioner Haug reported that the Commission’s NG9-1-1 consultant has been selected.

Commissioner Haug reported that a letter was sent out to all members that will be part of the working group for the NG9-1-1 Committee, welcoming them.
Mr. Clint Berry introduced himself as the Next Generation 9-1-1 consultant for the Commission. 
Commissioner McCrosky reported that the first all-hands meeting will hopefully be held before the next Commission meeting.
