Call to Order
Chair Nancolas called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m., and asked for a roll-call of attending Commission members.
Chair Nancolas asked Mr. Logan to include an agenda item for the next meeting to discuss how the phone conference meeting went.

Approve Minutes September 1, 2016 Meeting
Mr. Logan commented that the minutes misspelled Commissioner Wolfinger’s name, and that should be corrected.
MOTION:  Commissioner Moore moved that the minutes of September 1, 2016 meeting be accepted, with the correction to Commissioner Wolfinger’s name, Commissioner Bowler seconded. The motion passed.
Adhoc Committee Updates/Discussion
Commissioner Gates reported that the Adhoc Committee did not have an opportunity to meet before this meeting. They will be meeting after this meeting concludes. Commissioner Gates commented at the previous meeting, the Commission decided to keep the standing committees of the Idaho Emergency Communication Commission, and asked the current Commission to provide more guidance on how these committees should be organized and governed.
Commissioner Bowler commented that the cost to operate committees should be considered when determining which new committees should be formed.

Commissioner Nielsen asked if there was a deadline set to decide which new committees are to be formed.

Commissioner Gates responded, that no, there wasn’t a deadline set, but he would like to have a goal of January 2017 to have it decided.

Mr. Haight wanted clarification that the PSAP Committee is not in any jeopardy of being dissolved or reorganized.

Chair Nancolas answered that the PSAP Committee is not in any jeopardy, and will continue as it currently stands.

Commissioner Gates commented that the reason he would like more input from the Commission is to make sure committees such as the PSAP Committee aren’t reorganized or dissolved.

Mr. Haight was concerned that there not be too many layers between the Commission and the PSAP Committee, so that if new legislation is passed on Dispatch Certification, the IPSCC continues as the governing board of the IPSCC.

PSAP Committee Discussion & Decision
Mr. Haigh discussed a concern that if the Commission doesn’t take an official position on continued funding for administrative costs for Dispatch Certification, POST will not be supportive of continued Dispatch Certification, and the proposal could be de-railed. Mr. Haight asked that the Commission make an official decision on continued funding once the PUC grant funds run out.

Commissioner Haug asked Mr. Haight if he had recommendations for how the Commission could provide funding for the proposal.

Mr. Haight commented that a funding proposal should stay away from Commission grant funds. 

Commissioner Gates suggested that the Commission use its 1% funds to provide funding for Dispatch Certification.

MOTION:  Commissioner Humphries moved, Commissioner Nielson seconded, that the Commission fund POST with some of its 1% funds after the PUC grant funds are depleted, and look at other funding options as it becomes available, for administrative costs related to Dispatch Certification. The motion passed.
Mr. Haight reminded the Commission that the PSAP Seminar begins October 8, and invited all Commissioner to attend.

Commissioner Haug reported that there will be more to report at the November meeting.
