Commencement
Acting Chair Carreras called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m., and asked for introductions.
Consent Agenda

MOTION:  Commissioner Myklebust moved, Commissioner Humphries seconded, that the Commission approved the Consent Agenda. The motion passed.

SWIC Updates
Mr. Brent Larson with IOEM reported that in there was a Statewide Interoperability Coordinators meeting held in Portland, OR, in May. The meeting was very state specific. A governance meeting followed later, which was attended by several members of the Commission. A lot of positive feedback was received.
Mr. Larson reported that the SCIP will be updated for 2019. 

RFP Updates
Mr. Craig Logan reported that the RFP is at the Department of Purchasing. There was a question about how the hourly rate would be evaluated, which will be answered by the Commission. There is a possibility to have the RFP by the end of July.
New Business
IPSCC Officer Selections
Chair Carreras called for nominations to fill the position of Commission Vice Chair, and Commission Treasurer.
Commissioner Haight nominated Commissioner Gates for Vice Chair. Commissioner Gates accepted the nomination. There were no other nominations.

MOTION:  Commissioner Youngblood moved, Commissioner Hulse seconded, that the Commission elect Commissioner Gates as Commission Vice Chair. The motion passed.

Commissioner Humphries nominated Commissioner Carreras for Treasurer. Commissioner Carreras accepted the nomination. There were no other nominations.

MOTION:  Commissioner Gates moved, Commissioner Youngblood seconded, that the Commission elect Commissioner Carreras as Commission Treasurer. The motion passed.

LMR/Broadband Inclusion at PSAP Conference

Commissioner Haight reported that a survey was sent out by IOEM, and from that survey it became clear that there is a need for state training on the technical side of PSAP operation. Starting with last year’s PSAP Conference, a technical track was added to the Conference. The PSAP Conference is probably the correct venue for an even more expanded technical track to support this training.
Mr. Logan agreed with Commissioner Haight. 

Commissioner Boeger recommended that another Commission committee take up the planning of the technical side, as the PSAP Committee doesn’t have the expertise on the technical side. Commissioner Boeger recommended that the LMR Committee take the lead on the technical side planning for the 2019 Conference.
There was discussion about possibly re-branding the Conference to include reference to the technical side as well as the dispatch side.

Chair Carreras recommended that the topic of including more technical training in the PSAP Conference and the LMR Committee being in charge of that be added to the October agenda for additional discussion.

Information Agenda

Unfinished Business
FirstNet
Commissioner Gates reported that there is some confusion about the state opting in to FirstNet, meaning that agencies will be required to switch to AT&T. This is not the case. Nobody will have to change if they don’t want to. Commissioner Gates commented that it might be good to change the name of the FirstNet Committee; it’s really focused on broadband, with FirstNet being an extension of that.

Mr. Brian Shields agreed that a name change would be good, because nobody is being forced into changing to AT&T for FirstNet. Mr. Shields reported that he is moving into the second phase of his grant, focusing more on facilitation than on outreach.

Legislation

Chair Carreras moved the legislation discussion to a future meeting.
New Business
9-1-1 Program Manager
Mr. Logan reported that radio is a big question he receives when he visits PSAPs around the state. He commented that is answer is to direct the questions to Idaho’s legislation and recommends their legal counsel to review and interpret it.
Mr. Logan reported that he submitted the annual report to the FCC. There were only nine PSAP that responded to the survey for information. Mr. Logan asked for more cooperation from PSAPs in the future.

Mr. Logan looked into the AT&T subscription service for Next Generation 9-1-1. They are using a tariff model. There are still some unknowns to the program.

Mr. Logan reported that RapidSOS provides a service to get location services for emergency calls more quickly to dispatch centers. Vendors are getting onboard with enhanced location services.

Mr. Logan reported that he has received questions from DIGBs about Idaho’s Open Meeting Law. DIGBs should be following Idaho’s Open Meeting Law in conjunction with their meetings.

Mr. Logan presented an FY2019 draft budget to the Commission to review for approval at the October meeting.

Grants Program Manager
Mr. Dave Moore reported that he also has received many questions about radio.
Mr. Moore reported that grants close on July 31, and he is receiving many questions. He will be out of town until July 30, but will have communication capabilities to help as best he can.

Mr. Moore reported with the next Commission being on October 01, the Grant Committee will be able to meet a little later in September, giving more time to prepare.

Advanced Technology for Public Safety Communications
Mr. Barry Luke, the Deputy Executive Director of the National Public Safety Telecommunications Council, gave a presentation to the Commission on how advanced technology can and will be used in aiding dispatch and first responders in the near future.
IRON
Mr. Brent Stacey, a representation for the Idaho Regional Optical Network (IRON), gave a presentation to the Commission on what IRON is and how the state can use this asset for public safety communications. IRON is Idaho’s regional optical network that keeps Idaho connected internally and externally to the world’s fastest networks.
Public Safety Surcharge Template from Colorado
Mr. Stephen Fullerton, a representative from Solacom, gave a presentation to the Commission on the possibilities of using a surcharge from tourism to help fund public safety communications throughout the state. The surcharge could be added to lodging usage.
Committee Updates
PSAP Committee – Commissioner Haight reported that the PSAP Committee met with POST Council about dispatch curriculum. It’s anticipated that the updated curriculum will be approved by POST in September. 

LMR Committee – Commissioner Myklebust reported that the LMR Committee is looking to add ad hoc members from the DIGBs to the committee.

SECC Committee – Chair Carreras reported that the SECC held its first meeting in many months, which was well attended. The discussion was on the errors made with the emergency alerts sent out in Hawaii.
DIGB & Tribal Updates

DIGB 2 – Commissioner Myklebust reported that DIGB 2 has agreed to hire a consult to look into a network connect all the counties within the DIGB.

DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that DIGB 3 met and discussed bylaws, radios, and the focus of their DIGB. 

DIGB 4 – Commissioner Greenberg reported that the Blain County Commissioners approved a grant application for GIS services. 

DIGB 5 – Commissioner Gates reported that DIGB 5 cancelled its last meeting. The last meeting held was a joint meeting with DIGB 6 and a subcommittee meeting regarding LMR Encryption and interoperability.  The next step was to hold a joint meeting with DIGB 6s subcommittee.

DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported that DIGB 6 met June 7, where there was a presentation from GeoComm.
