RFP Updates
Mr. Logan reported that the RFP is at the Department of Purchasing. Department of Purchasing will contact with the three commissioners that will be reviewing the responses from industry partners.
LMR & Broadband Inclusion at PSAP Conference
Commissioner Richy commented that the IPSCC is not just the old IECC, and now encompasses the technology side of public safety. It would be good to include radio and technology in the PSAP Conference for training.
Commissioner Haight commented on the topics that were discussed for the technical track for the most recent PSAP Conference. It was only the second year including the technology side, and hopefully it will continue to grow. The PSAP Committee doesn’t have the expertise for the technical track, and if it is going to be included in future conferences, it would be good to get LMR involved.

Commissioner Richy suggested a name change for the conference, and advertising to get more technical involvement in the conference.
Mr. Ben Call commented that the technical side will probably be very limited.

Vice Chair Gates suggested that the Strategic Planning Committee look more into the issue and figure out how to include the technical side of public safety more.

New Business
SWIC Letter of Support
Commissioner Richy reported that IOEM has put in for the SWIC position twice, and not been granted the position. This year, grant funding requires the position, so it is being requested again. It is a priority this year, and was recommended by the National Governor’s Association. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Nielsen moved, Commissioner Carreras seconded, that the Commission approve the letter of recommendation in support of a SWIC position. The motion passed.

ISA Pending Legislation Regarding Dispatchers
Commissioner Humphries reported that the Sheriff’s Association is going to try to get legislation passed to change dispatch retirement from rule of 90 to rule of 80, and asked for the Commission’s support of the ISA’s future legislation effort.

MOTION:  Commissioner Bartlett moved, Commissioner Boeger seconded, that the Commission support and send a letter of support in the ISA’s efforts of changing legislation for dispatch retirement from rule of 90 to rule of 80. The motion passed.

DIGB 5 and 6 LMR Report
Vice Chair Gates reported on a concern that was brought up about unencrypted and encrypted radio channels hindering the efforts of interoperable communications. DIGBs 5 and 6 met to discuss best practices regarding encrypted radio interoperable communication. This discussion and recommendation of best practices could be good for the whole state.
Commissioner Smith joined the meeting.

Commissioner Bartlett left the meeting.

MOTION:  Commissioner Humphries moved, Commissioner Hulse seconded, that the Commission have the LMR Committee review best practices nationwide, and the best practices from DIGBs 5 and 6, in conjunction with Public Safety Communications, and come with a proposal for recommendations for the state at the January meeting. The motion passed.

RapidSOS Presentation
Mr. Bill LePoidevin with RapidSOS gave a presentation on RapidSOS’s capabilities and what it can offer to improve 9-1-1. RapidSOS is a supplemental resource to Phase II.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Mr. Craig Logan reported that he has had some discussion with Next Generation 9-1-1 providers, and the state is still looking at yearly costs from $1.5 to $3 million for NG911.
A new IPSCC website will be coming out in December 2018.

A new contract with Clint Berry is being worked on, and will hopefully be completed soon.

Grants Program Manager Report

Mr. Dave Moore reported that he has had a busy month. Mr. Moore thanked the Grant Subcommittee for the work they put in during the grant process, and the consideration they put in to encourage project consolidation. 
Commissioner Richy asked that Mr. Logan and Mr. Moore include mention of the savings and reduced costs that are created when counties consolidate their projects in the annual Legislature Report.

Committee Review and Updates
PSAP Committee
Commissioner Haight reported that the 7th annual PSAP Conference went very well. There were 178 attendees, and approximately 2,014 hours of POST credit that attendees earned, and participation from 38 industry partners. The PSAP Committee will probably start rotating between Coeur d’Alene and Boise, every other year, for the conference. The PSAP Committee annual report has been completed and given to Mr. Logan. It will be included in the Legislature Report. The next PSAP Conference will be October 28-30, 2019 in Boise, ID. Gordon Graham will be the keynote speaker.
DIGB and Tribal Updates
DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that DIGB 3 has not met since Coeur d’Alene, but will be meeting November 29.
DIGB 4 – Commissioner Greenberg reported that DIGB 4 met and elected a new chair. The grant funding that was just awarded was discussed.
DIGB 5 – Commissioner Nielsen reported that DIGB 5 met with DIGB 6 and discussed encryption and the lack of participation in the DIGB. The next meeting will be December 12.
DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported that DIGB 6 met October 24 with DIGB 5 and discussed encryption. Mack Bickle was also there to discuss FirstNet and the tower locations proposed by AT&T.
Open Forum/Discussion
Mr. Lepoidevin commented RapidSOS has been approached by Qwest for integration, so that is being looked into.
Vice Chair Gates commented that he was asked by Mack Bickle to reported that a Band 14 phone is being offered through AT&T for 99 cents, and a credit that would cover three months of service, if any agencies would be interested in testing the phone.
