Federal Engineering Updates
Mr. Eric Parry briefed the Commission on the progress and next steps Federal Engineering is making on their project. A weekly conference call is made discussing project updates, and the Commission can access the minutes from those calls. PSAP data collection is currently taking place, with PSAP visits planned for August.
New Business
Discussion on MCSA Comments Filed to National Legislation
Chair Nancolas reported that the Commission has had a chance to see the comments filed which were sent out as an email.

Mr. Craig Logan commented that there are fourteen states that don’t have representation with a metropolitan sheriffs association to comment on some national legislation. 
Discussion Regarding INL Secondary/Primary PSAP Issue
Sheriff Craig Rowland presented some communications to the Commission regarding INL trying to become a Primary PSAP, which Sheriff Rowland will not allow to happen.
Chair Nancolas commented that previous discussion among the Commission designated the INL as only a secondary PSAP.

Mr. Greg Warner, PSAP Director for Bonneville County, asked the Commission to define what kind of PSAP the INL is so he can proceed with PSAP plans and collaboration.

Mr. David Stonhil with INL commented that the INL is trying to have better interoperability with the state’s 9-1-1 system.
Sheriff Rowland commented that he is willing to work with the INL, but will not be giving up Primary PSAP status.

Commissioner Richy suggested the Commission invite INL back to discuss what the Commission’s initial intent was in recommending Secondary PSAP status.

Commissioner Nielsen commented that he was against this status when it was originally proposed.

Chair Nancolas suggested the Commission take the recommendation of Commissioner Richy, and directed Mr. Logan to organize the discussion for the next meeting.

Draft IPSCC and Grant Budgets

Commissioner Carreras presented a draft budget to the Commission for review. The budget will be voted on for approval at the September meeting.
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported that as he gets updated information from NASNA, he will pass that on to the Commission.
Mr. Logan reported that he is working with the Air National Guard PSAP to include their data with state PSAPs. 

RapidSOS asked that information be passed along to the Commission, that 80% is now covered by their enhanced location services. 

Owyhee County is sponsoring a combined project for counties participating in the grant program, looking at cell phone tower locations to improve location determination. This will help rural counties.

The FCC survey has been sent to the FCC. Only 25 PSAPs responded to the survey.

DIGB 2 has proposed a fiber project connecting all the PSAPs in their region. This will enhance public safety in the region.

Chair Nancolas thanked Mr. Logan for all the work he has put in for the Commission, and in representing the Commission.

Grants Program Manager Report

Mr. Logan reported for Mr. Dave Moore, and gave the Commission an updated on the status of grants. Grant applications are due on July 31.
SWIC Update

Commissioner Richy reported for Mr. Brent Larson. The SWIC position has not been advertised yet, but will hopefully soon.
FirstNet Update

Mr. Brian Shields reported that FirstNet is trying to put together a quarterly meeting. FirstNet will be looking into more technical testing on coverage availability. FirstNet will be reimbursing costs of interested DIGB members to attend technical conferences that are upcoming. 
Ms. Kristi Wilde, a representative with the federal side of the FirstNet partnership, gave an update on what the FirstNet Authority is doing. AT&T is in the process of building out. 

Commissioner Richy commented on some frustration of always being asked for data and information, but not seen anything actionable about what this information is being used for, or any real progress being made.

Committee Review and Updates
Funding Committee
Commissioner Carreras reported that the Funding Committee is discussing different funding streams for future funding opportunities. Commission Youngblood has accepted the Chair position of the Funding Committee, and will now be leading the Funding Committee.

PSAP Committee

Commissioner Haight reported that members of the PSAP Committee are very active on social media. The PSAP Committee would like to create a social media account to promote their goals, progress, and information, and asked that it be put on the agenda at the next meeting to be approved. 

The Committee had PERSI come in and have a discussion at the last meeting. The idea was brought up to bring in a PERSI representative to be a part of the next PSAP Conference.

There is a vacancy on the Committee from district 4. No nominations have come in, but there was a nomination from a previous call, so an invitation will go out to that individual.

The PSAP Conference is October 28-30 in Garden City, ID. Registration is open on Eventbrite. Gordon Graham is the keynote speaker for day one. Commissioner Youngblood will be the keynote speaker for day two. All Commissioners are invited to attend. 

EAS Committee

Commissioner Carreras reported that the EAS Committee consists of herself and Mr. Dave Turnmire. The new SWIC position will probably have a lot more to do with Alerts & Warnings, and other Commissioners are invited to participate in the Committee if they would like. 

LMR Committee
Commissioner Myklebust reported that the results of the survey they sent out have been compiled, and went through the results with the Commission. 
DIGB and Tribal Updates
DIGB 1 – Commissioner Wolfinger reported that AT&T’s five year buildout is about 20% in DIGB 1. It doesn’t look like anybody in DIGB 1 will be jumping on anytime soon. The region will be partnering with ISP and their phone system. 

DIGB 2 – Commissioner Myklebust reported that the last meeting was two weeks ago. The results of the fiber study were discussed. 
DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that the DIGB met at the end of May. There was a presentation from the Idaho Office of School Safety. Mr. Logan was also at the meeting. Some future training will be coming up soon.
DIGB 4 – No report. 
DIGB 5 – Commissioner Nielsen reported that DIGB 5 will be meeting in August. 
DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported DIGB 6 will be meeting in August. 
Verizon Update

Ms. Christine Ballard gave a presentation to the Commission on Verizon’s Crisis Response Team and capabilities in providing mission critical communications during a crisis. 
Idaho Chaplain Association

Mr. Boyd Chikatulah gave a presentation to the Commission the services that the Idaho Chaplain Association provides. They provide chaplain services to Idaho’s correctional facilities, and can also provide those services to first responders. 

Commissioner Haight thanked Mr. Chikatulah for the presentation and services he provides. There is a value to chaplain services for first responders.

Chair Nancolas presented an award to Commissioner Myklebust who will be leaving the Commission, and thanked him for his service.

Commissioner Myklebust thanked the Commission for the opportunity to serve.
