Commencement
Chair Nancolas called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m., and asked for introductions.

9-1-1 Grants Report

Commissioner Smith asked that the financial reports be moved to the Action Agenda.

MOTION: Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Gates seconded, that the Financial Reports be moved to the Action Agenda. The motion passed.
MOTION: Commissioner Gates moved, Commissioner Smith seconded, that the Consent Agenda be approved as amended. The motion passed.

Unfinished Business

December 2018 & January 2019 Financial Reports

Commissioner Smith had a question regarding the credit showing up in the office supplies budget line. 

Mr. Nathan Reed, Administrative Assistant for the IPSCC, answered that the state PCard system receives a rebate every month, and the person who pays the bill puts that rebate on the office supplies line.

Commissioner Smith also had a concern that the travel budget looks like it might be too small for the current fiscal year.

Commissioner Carreras answered that the budgets can be adjusted from one line to another to cover any overages.

MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the December 2018 and January 2019 Financial Reports be approved. The motion passed.
RFP Updates
Mr. Craig Logan reported that the Department of Purchasing has put out an Intent to Award to Federal Engineering for the RFP. Their acceptance should be coming in at any time. Year one of the contract will cost approximately $249,000. The Commission has set aside $250,000 for this.
MOTION:  Commissioner Smith moved, Commissioner Haight seconded, that the Commission fund as budgeted the first year of the awarded RFP, contingent on acceptance of the RFP. The motion passed.
Federal Grant Program Updates
Mr. Logan reported that the Commission will be applying for a federal grant to cover years two through four of the awarded RFP. The grant process has been shortened by a year due to the recent federal government shutdown. NASNA is pushing to get the full period of performance back to the full five years. The Commission will need approximately $624,000 from the federal grant to contract years two through four. The federal grant program has set aside $1.1 million for the State of Idaho.
Chair Nancolas thanked Mr. Logan for the work on the federal grant program.

New Business
Approve ECO Online Training Content Contract
Commissioner Haight presented a contract to the Commission between Idaho State Police/POST and the IPSCC to cover the online training costs not to exceed $7,000 for work to build the online Idaho dispatch certification and training academy. The Commission has grant money from the Public Utilities Commission to cover these costs. The Commission also voted in a past meeting to carry those costs once the grant funds are expended. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Gates moved, Commissioner Carreras seconded, that the Commission authorized Chair Nancolas to sign the ECO Online Training Contract on behalf of the Commission. The motion passed.

Approve New Rules Review Officer for IPSCC

Mr. Logan reported that there is a new requirement from the state to have a Rules Review Officer. Mr. Logan submitted himself as the officer. All agencies are required to repeal or simplify two rules for every new rule that is created. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Bartlett moved, Commissioner Kingsbury seconded, that the Commission approve Mr. Logan as the Rules Review Officer for the IPSCC. The motion passed.

Mr. Logan reported that there is an issue with holding future meetings at Gowen Field and the accessibility of the public to attend those meetings. 

Commissioner Bartlett and Mr. Stephen O’Mera offered the Ada County PSAP as future meetings locations.

MOTION:  Commissioner Bartlett moved, Commissioner Gates seconded, that the Commission approve the future meeting location move from Gowen Field to Ada County PSAP. The motion passed.

There was no unfinished business.
New Business
9-1-1 Program Manager Report
Mr. Logan reported that he was asked by Commissioner Carreras to do an update survey of the ECCs using Emergency Medical Dispatch in the State of Idaho.

Commissioner Carreras reported that there was good response from the state PSAPs, and the state is looking pretty good in regards to EMD. There are ten counties not doing EMD, and five in the process of implementing it. All the remaining counties have EMD in place.

Mr. Logan reported that he sent out a document on NENA best practices on supplemental location accuracy to the state PSAPs.

IOEM with the Pacific Northwest will be holding a conference on cybersecurity at the Riverside Hotel in Boise if Commissioners are interested.

Day Wireless will be holding an advanced communications technology summit at the JUMP center in Boise on March 28 if any Commissioners are interested. Mr. Logan will be a panelist at the summit.

Mr. Logan reported that the IOEM website is still not operational. There isn’t a date when the site will be up, and the old site is no longer functional. Hopefully there will be progress soon, and the new website will be up and running.

Commissioner Smith expressed concern that the Commission is out of compliance because it isn’t able to post meetings location, times, and agenda on the website. The Commission needs to support Mr. Logan in pushing to get the website up and running.

Mr. Logan reported that the contract with Mr. Berry has been approved, and he will be working with the Commission as a consultant.
Mr. Logan reported that the SWIC position has been recommended by the Governor so it appears that the position will be available soon.

Grants Program Manager Report

Mr. Logan reported that Mr. Moore could not attend the meeting due to prior commitments.
Mr. Moore is currently working on closing out the 2017 grants, and paying out the 2018 and 2019 grants.

Committee Review and Updates
Legislative Committee

Chair Nancolas reported that there has been no request to appear before the Senate and House committees with the Legislative Report.

Commissioner Carreras reported that PTSD being covered under workers compensation for dispatchers and first responders has passed the House and Senate and is waiting for the Governor’s signature. The legislation to amend pre-hospital death notification to include dispatch has passed in the Senate, but stalled in the House. Legislation to amend the Rule of 80 for dispatchers did not receive a hearing this year. 
PSAP Committee
Commissioner Haight reported that there is legislation being presented in the US House to move public safety communicators to the same classification as first responders. This may help with the Rule of 80 for dispatchers.
Commissioner Haight welcomed Lynn Parker from Jefferson County as the newest member of the PSAP Committee. Quarter one training will be on Amber Alerts. Quarter two training will be on “purpose over preference.” Quarter three training will be on suicide prevention.

Commissioner Haight reported that the next PSAP Conference will be October 28-30 in Boise at the Riverside Hotel. The keynote speaker will be Gordon Graham.

A dispatch academy will be starting at POST in June. The PSAP Committee attended the last graduation, and it was a good experience. 

Public Safety Broadband/Data Committee

Commissioner Gates reported that last minute survey was sent out by FirstNet which didn’t look very professional. Commissioner Gates voiced his disapproval with the way the survey was administered and what Idaho needs.
LMR Committee

Commissioner Myklebust reported that the Committee is working on encryption and sent out a survey to committee members for comments. At a date to be determined, it will then be sent to the DIGBs.  There will hopefully be more to report at the May meeting.
DIGB and Tribal Updates
DIGB 1 – Absent.
DIGB 2 – Commissioner Myklebust reported that DIGB 2’s next meeting will be Tuesday, March 12.
DIGB 3 – Commissioner Boeger reported that DIGB 3 met January 24, and will meet again on March 28. FirstNet was discussed, and there was a demonstration by RapidSOS. 
DIGB 4 – Commissioner Greenberg reported their meeting has been rescheduled. A representation from IRON will present at the meeting.
DIGB 5 – Commissioner Gates reported that DIGB 5 met February 15. They discussed Bannock Counties console upgrade.
DIGB 6 – Commissioner Hulse reported that their last meeting was cancelled due to winter weather. The next meeting will be March 14.
Tribes - Absent

Presentation on East Idaho Grant Project
Mr. Steve Fullerton from Solacom, and Mr. Greg Warner from Bonneville County gave a presentation to the Commission on the project that is taking place between the counties in east Idaho on how they are cooperating to create a shared 9-1-1 system. 
Open Forum/Discussion
Mr. John Joseph had a question on the federal grant funds that were discussed earlier that will go out to PSAPs, and what PSAPs will be able to purchase.
Mr. Logan answered that it must be an appropriate expenditure for 9-1-1, in accordance with Idaho State Code. It will be a fairly narrow focus.

Commissioner Boeger commented that April 14-20 will be National Tele-communicator’s Week, and reminded the Commission to thank their dispatchers.
Commissioner Haight commented that APCO, NENA, and the FCC are in the process of moving away from the term “PSAP.” The move is toward “ECC,” Emergency Communications Centers, and in Idaho, dispatcher will be moving to “ECO,” Emergency Communications Officer.
Adjourn
MOTION:  Commissioner Gates moved, and Commissioner Bartlett seconded that the meeting adjourn. The motion passed.
